Grade 5 Science -Relating Science and Technology to Society and the Environment
Tornadoes

Learning Goals: To learn about tornadoes and how they affect the natural and built environment.
Expectation – 1.1 analyse the effects of forces from natural phenomena (e.g., tornadoes, hurricanes, earthquakes, tsunamis) on the natural and built environment.

Task: You are to research tornadoes and find the following information:
1. What is a tornado?
2. Where does the force of a tornado come from?
3. What kinds of damage does a tornado inflict on the built environment (e.g., on structures such as houses and shopping malls)? 
4. What is the impact of a tornado on the natural environment (e.g., on trees, on animals such as fish and birds)? 
5. How can humans protect themselves from the force of a tornado?
6. Provide at least 3 photographs of a tornado and the damage caused by it.

How do I start? Open your SCIENCE folder and set up a google document. The title of the document is: ‘Tornadoes’. Put your name on the top right hand corner. Use Calibri, Arial, or New Times Roman font. Your font should be 12 point.  Use complete sentences, correct spelling and grammar. For example: ‘A tornado is…..’ or ‘A Tornado comes from…’.  Review your paper and use the spell check!
[bookmark: _GoBack]What should the final product look like?  The final product should have answers for all of the above questions, written in a logical sequence. DONOT number your paragraphs. You should also include at least 3 photos.  All your information should be in your own words. ‘DO NOT CUT AND PASTE’!  Make sure you list, at the end of your paper, all the websites you visited.
